World Thinking Day – How do you celebrate your birthday?
Next year World Thinking Day’s theme is Impact, focusing on how girls are making a positive difference through Girl Guiding and Girl Scouting. February 22 also marks Olave Baden-Powell’s birthday, a day were we celebrate our global Movement’s ‘birthday’. 

For 2018 we have decided to collect stories from 10 girls who have their birthdays on the same day as World Thinking Day and showcase how they make an impact.

This will require a photo plus a small portion of written text from each girl. The written portion will cover how birthdays are celebrated in their country and the positive impact they make as part of Girl Guiding and Girl Scouting. 

These stories will then be shared with the public and other Girl Guiding and Girl Scouting organisations around the world. This will happen through WAGGGS’ social media channels and other media platforms - so they may also appear in print, on websites, TV or social media. 

We aim to show a small snippet of what life and Guiding is like in different countries and show girls from every background the positive impact they can have through Girl Guiding and Girl Scouting. 
What we’d like you to do: 
1. Find one girl who has a birthday on 22 February, she can be any age.

2. Put us in contact with her, or send her these questions to answer:

· The basics: What’s your first name, what Girl Guiding and Girl Scouting group are you part of, how old are you, what country and area are you from?

· How are birthdays celebrated where you live?

· What are the special things you do in your family for birthdays?

· Describe what will happen this February 22 for your birthday? Think about what you will eat, wear, do and any kinds of gifts you may receive.
· Tell us about the country and area you are from?

· What is it like to grow up there as a girl?
· What is it like to be a Girl Guide or Girl Scout where you live? What’s your favorite part?
· What does World Thinking Day mean to you?
· For World Thinking Day what will your group do to celebrate?

· Tell us about the impact Girl Guiding and Girl Scouting has on your community? 

· Why should other girls get involved with Girl Guiding and Girl Scouting? 
It’s really important for the girls to write answers in their own words – we want to hear their opinions, thoughts or stories. If they struggle with writing we can help them write their answers. 
3. A photo of each girl, these must be at or over 1MB in size. You could be doing a Girl Guiding or Girl Scouting activity in their uniform, or wearing traditional clothing.
4. Girls aged under 18 years old will need a parent/guardian to complete the attached consent form which confirms that they are happy for us to use the story and image.
